Guest passes cannot be
mailed in for a refund. (Nice try, Vinny!) Guest Pass refunds will not be given if there is an
outstanding balance on your account.

Office is closed on Wednesdays after Labor Day. Open all other days 10am to 4pm.

Lifeguards are returning to school/college. (Study hard --- get As!). Beach officially closed as of
Tuesday, September 6™, You can use the beach, but swimming will be at your own risk. Pool
open Monday through Thursday 10am to 5pm and Friday through Sunday 10am to 6pm on a
weather permitting basis.

THIS JULY HAD TWO INDEPENDENCE DAYS...

After years of having the developer as part of our lives . . . after years of litigation with him
regarding future development here at the Beach Club . . . . it is finally over, done, finito! The
fourth and final $100,000 payment for the buyout was made in July. So that means that we no
longer have to think about the prospect of future development here. No more units will ever
be built --- the development rights have been acquired and we are capped at the existing
number of units. (The developer maintained that his original permit gave him the right to build
1,069 units, but we are now capped at the existing 930.) Our relationship with Paul Roiff and
Heath Mgmt. has finally come to an end. You may recall that in 1998, another buyout was
offered to us with a price tag of approximately $1.6 million; clearly this $400,000 deal was
much more palatable. This is the day that we have been dreaming about for years. We ' r e
finally freeeeee!!

THE PIPER IS HIDING AROUND THE CORNER . ..

We have news regarding various facets of the sewer project. 1. We had several very positive
meetings with representatives of the Town of Narragansett, one of whom was the Town
Engineer. The Town Solicitor, also in attendance at the meeting, intends to present an outline
of our agreement to the Town Council. 2. We need to hire a new Professional Engineer, due to
the recent untimely death of our long-time engineer, Joe Frisella. We will begin interviews
shortly. 3. We are in discussions with our plumber relative to the significant plumbing aspect
of the sewer project. The Condominium Association will have to provide the necessary
infrastructure for the sewer line connections, but each individual Unit Owner will be financially
responsible for connecting the unit to the system. It should be noted that the entire plumbing
part of the project --- both that for which the Association is responsible and that for which the
individual unit owner is responsible --- will be undertaken by the same plumbing company. 4.
A question was raised at the July 11, 2011 Annual Meeting regarding the anticipated
completion date of the entire sewer project. President John hopes that it will be completed by
the opening of the 2013 Beach Club Season. However, he noted that the completion date will
be impacted by the speed (or lack thereof) with which the permitting process is accomplished.
Let me offer a little further explanation here with some frank talk about the project. You might
ask why, after all these years of planning, are we still at the permitting phase of the project?
That' s because we initially were goingoeto bui
Frisella had designed for us would have been the largest in the entire state. And back in the
early 2000s, we went through the permitting process for that system. But our focus has
changed from septic to sewer; after the buyout was finalized in 2008, we decided to change
course from septic to sewer. We prefer a sewer connection because it is a permanent
resolution. A septic system has a shelf life, but a sewer connection is forever. But in order to
pursue a sewer connection, we first had to pursue a change in the law so that we can indeed
bring a sewer to the beach. That has now been accomplished, so we have to start the
permitting process all over again, this time for sewers instead of for a septic system.

You might also ask how much will this cost us? And what about the funds that were already
collected from the unit ownersin 2004? Fi r st , l et’ s Wal WombobuknowWwert
much it will cost until the RFP goes out and a company is hired to do the work. Then to that
cost wetd add the pltambigg cost of providing the needed infrastructure. And then to



those two costs we'll have to add the addit:

to the system. (This last expense will be born only by those units that have water.) Back in
2004, we collected some $976K from the unit owners. These funds were put into a dedicated
account to be used solely for the septic system (now, the sewer connection). Of that amount,
we have about $690K remaining; the rest was used for engineering and legal fees that
pertained to the septic system. (Remember that we were in litigation for years with the
developer because he claimed that he had the right to build additional units and to connect
them to our septic system.) Bu t now wodalip Intb thihaacouet for new engineering
expenses for the design for the sewer connection. We cannot tell you what that cost will be
simply because we do not know.

We will most probably have some of that S690K left even after we pay for the new design and
the new permits. Whatever funds remain will be put towards the cost of the entire project.
They tell us that the cost of the sewer connection will be less than the cost would have been to
build a new septic system. But what this cost will be we don’ t k Wilbitbe S1 million? Will
it be $1.5 million? Will it be more? Will it be less? Whatever it is, we will need to bill the unit
owners for the needed funds. So please anticipate that you will eventually be billed for the cost
of the project. And if you have a unit that has water, you can expect an additional bill for the
cost to connect your unit to the system. We will keep you apprised of the progress that we
make and, as we get closer to construction, we will be better able to tell you what your share of
the cost willbe. But i f | were you, | d st aMdnyopners
tell me that they have already begun saving in anticipation of the day when the bill will come
due. Smart people!

SECURITY...

The new deployment of the security staff last season worked very well so we will be using the
same system again this season with some minor adjustments. We will continue to place more
emphasis on protecting the beach from trespassers; therefore you will see more security guards
posted on the beach and fewer guards on the main pavilion. The theory is that we can better
protect our facility if we stop people from setting up on our beach in the first place, rather than
trying to prevent them from entering the main pavilion after they have settled in on the beach.
Members should still carry their passes at all times and may be approached at any time by a
security guard for a spot check. This year security will have more of a presence in the Pit and at
the pool, so you can expect to see security guards in those areas checking passes.

Please treat the gate and security staff with courtesy. They have a difficult job to do and try
their best to protect the privacy of our club.

DEFINITION OF A MEMBER CAR.. ..

For the purpose of making a clear distinction between a member car and a guest car, a member
car will be defined as a car with a BSBC parking sticker which is driven by a member. All other
vehicles will be defined as a guest car and will pay the parking fee which is appropriate to the
particular day. This means that a car with a BSBC parking sticker driven by a guest or a car
without a parking sticker driven by a member will be considered a guest car and will pay the
parking fee and will not be allowed to enter the parking lot before 1pm on Sundays and
holidays.

TRESPASSERS . ..

Although we are reluctant to raise this issue, it is a topic that must be discussed. We regard
anyone who is on the premises without either a member ID or a guest wrist band as a
trespasser. We would fully expect --- as would you ---- that such a person had not gained
access with the help of a member. But sometimes we find that a member has indeed helped a
guest to enter without first paying the appropriate guest fee. Should this occur, the staff will
eject any trespasser and the member who facilitated the trespasser will be fined $100.00.
Owners pay a significant annual assessment --- not to mention initial purchase cost --- to belong
to this facility and they expect the management to protect their investment by assuring the
privacy and exclusivity of the Beach Club. Trespassers will not be tolerated.

Because this is still a relatively
new opportunity for us, we will devote some extra space here to reiterate the details of this
endeavor. But before doing that, we would like to take this opportunity to offer a sincere
THANK YOU to long-time member Bobby Nardolillo for this incredibly generous offer. This is
the act of a kind person who saw a need and stepped forward to offer help. And let us make it
perfectly clear that Bobby is donating the lot to us completely free of charge and will receive
none of the parking fees. The satellite lot will simply be an extension of our own lot, and
therefore the parking fees that are applicable in our lot will be applied in the satellite lot as
well. One significant change to note to this year’s satellite parking is that we will be using the

FIREWORKS . ..

Based on its popularity with the membership last year, the Fourth of July Fireworks Display, an

old and now new again Beach Club favorite widl
seemed to work well, we are going to follow the very same formula again. Here are the details:

Fireworks display on Friday, July 1st at about 9pm.

A special guest pass will be used. The regular guest pass will not be accepted on July 1st.

The special guest pass will cost $25.00. It will be non-returnable and non-refundable.

It will go on sale on June 11th on a first come, first served basis.

The number of special guest passes that a unit owner may purchase will be limited to the

number of entitled memberships for that unit. (Bathhouse --- 4, Mini-Double —4, Double --- 6,

Cabana -8, Live-in ---10)

Only 400 of the special guest passes will be sold.

If a rain date becomes necessary, the guest passes that you purchase will, of course, be

applicable to that date.

There will be no After-4 guest passes on July 1st.

No guest cars will be allowed to enter the Beach Club parking lot at any time (day or night) on

July 1st.

All guest cars wil/ par k a tPleatehemembeathatthel i t € par
guest car must first report to the Beach Club parking lot, must pay the $20 parking fee, must

affix the hang tag to the rear view mirror, and the wrist bands must be affixed.

The shuttle will be running, but only until 5pm.

The Sea Breeze Restaurant will be closed, but there will be plenty of food and beverage service

in other locations.

Fire safety is a major concern whenever and wherever there is a fireworks display. Accordingly,

all lanes must be kept open for fire apparatus. Therefore, a tow truck will be on call to tow cars

that are parked in un-designated areas. Ve hi cl es wi | | be towed at t he
A detailed firefighter and two detailed police officers will be on site.

We ask that all members and guests refrain from bringing personal fireworks to the facility.

Heaven forbid that something should go wrong with personal fireworks while our attention and

energies are focused on the safety surrounding the fireworks display itself.

HOUSE ACCOUNTS...

Every owner automatically has a house account in the office. Owners can charge certain items
to their unit such as guest passes, work orders, and store purchases. Beginning this year, there
will be a minimum charge requirement. If you choose to charge to your house account, you
must charge a minimum of $10.00. This year, there will not be a house account for food and
beverage purchases on the food service side. We have offered this option for the last 5 years
and after reviewing it during the off-season, the Board concluded that it was time to eliminate



it. There was a very small number of members who opened a restaurant account over the five
years it was offered so it was obvious that this was not a program that was important to our
members. Additionally, both Michelle and David agreed that maintaining the accounts took a
disproportionate amount of staff time in relation to the benefit leading to the conclusion that
the program was not cost effective. Of course, all food service venues will continue to accept
major credits cards.

WALKWAYS . ..
We all love our Beach Club and take pride in owning a part of it, and who can blame us? To
own a part of such a t rBetdesusinotdorgetthattbaBeach@ldb | i f e’

is indeed a condominium association. Accordingly, we must remember that individual

ownership does not extend beyond the unit door. Although some owners may think that the

deck in front of a cabana is owned by the cabana owner, that is in fact not the case; the deck in

front of the wunit is actually par tTheefbre,t he <con
everyone is entitled to the unrestricted use of that common area. We urge all cabana owners

to be sure to maintain a 42 inch walkway at the deck railing at all times. One of the daily tasks

of the security staff will be to monitor that walkway in order to assure that everyone has

unobstructed access to the common area.

SECURITY . ..

This year the gate staff has been instructed to be more vigilant in checking the photo ID of all
adult guests. It is therefore incumbent upon each of us to remind our guests to have a photo ID
with them when they arrive at the club. Please be sure to fill out the guest pass clearly using the
name on the photo ID. Guests arriving with a legibly completed guest pass and a photo ID at the
ready will be processed quickly. Anything less will cause delays. Guests who do not present a
photo ID will be denied entry.

The new deployment of the security staff last season worked very well so we will be using the
same system again this season with some minor adjustments. We will continue to place more
emphasis on protecting the beach from trespassers; therefore you will see more security guards
posted on the beach and fewer guards on the main pavilion. The theory is that we can better
protect our facility if we stop people from setting up on our beach in the first place, rather than
trying to prevent them from entering the main pavilion after they have settled in on the beach.
Members should still carry their pass at all times and may be approached at any time by a
security guard for a spot check. This year security will have more of a presence in the Pit and
pool, so you can expect to see security guards in those areas checking passes.

FOOD SERVICES . ..

We are thrilled to welcome David Field back for his third season as our Executive Chef/Food
Service Manager. David has brought back some of the old favorites, but also has some new and
exciting things planned for this season.

PASTA NIGHT . ..

What would Thursday night be without our ever-popular Pasta Night? Luc ki | y ,havg ou won
to find out. Pasta Night was inaugurated back in 2003 and it will return this season with an

array of garnishes, pastas, and sauces that will be sure to tempt your palate. Of course, the

Salad Bar will accompany your meal. And again this year the Pasta Night menu will include the

option of having Prime Rib if pasta is not your thing. Just when you think that Pasta Night could

not possibly get any better, Dave has found a way to make improvements, so stop by early and

often. This is always our most popular and most crowded event.

GUEST PASS PRICES . . .

Guest pass prices will be $7 during the week, $14 on Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays, and $21
on July 2nd, & 4th and on all the Sundays from July 3rd through September 4th. However, if we
see that the over-crowding in the parking lot warrants a price change on Saturdays as well as on
Sundays, we will then also increase the Saturday guest pass price to $21. If we should find it
necessary to enact this change mid-season, we will notify you via a posting on the website and
also via a hand-out at the gate.

AFTER-4PM GUEST PASS PRICES . . .

After-4 guest passes will be $7 on weekends and holidays (except on July 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th
when there will be no After-4 guest passes). Moreover, weekday After-4 guest passes will be
S1 (Monday — Friday).

PURCHASING GUEST PASSES . ..
Only deeded owners may purchase guest passes. Guest passes must be purchased in person.

GUEST PASSES AT THE GATE . . .

Members must be present at the club if they are having guests on weekends and holidays. So

t hat we <can Vv er ircepefdretadmittinghindr eer glest, thp gate ssaéf will
not accept a guest pass from a guest on weekends and holidays. The member must be present
at the Club to hand-deliver to the gate attendant the completed pass for that day; in other
words, the member will hand-deliver to the gate staff the Saturday guest pass on Saturday and
the Sunday guest pass on Sunday. Make sure that you leave the correct number of passes for
that day or your guest will not be admitted entrance. During the week, the gate staff will
accept the guest pass from the guest.

GUEST PASS REFUNDS . . .
Refunds will be issued for all guest passes other than weekday After-4 passes only to the unit



owner who purchased them. There will be a $1 processing fee for all refunded passes;
accordingly, refunds will be issued in the amount of $1 less than the purchase price of the guest
pass.

VOUCHER GUEST PASSES . . .

The value of a Voucher will be $350; that is to say that an entitled membership may be
exchanged for 50 non-refundable voucher guest passes worth $350. Only an owner may
exchange an entitled membership for voucher guest passes. Please remember that the voucher
guest pass is available only to an owner who has not activated any additional membership
passes.

DEFINITION OF A MEMBER CAR . ..

For the purpose of making a clear distinction between a member car and a guest car, a member
car will be defined as a car with a BSBC parking sticker which is driven by a member. All other
vehicles will be defined as a guest car and will pay the parking fee which is appropriate to the
particular day. This means that a car with a BSBC parking sticker driven by a guest or a car
without a parking sticker driven by a member will be considered a guest car and will pay the
parking fee and will not be allowed to enter the parking lot before 1pm on Sundays and
holidays.

PARKING STICKERS . . .

One parking sticker shall be issued upon presentation of a valid registration to each licensed
driver who activates a membership pass. But remember, the parking sticker only affects you on
the weekend because a vehicle will need the parking sticker in order to enter the parking lot
free of charge. Since there is no parking fee during the week, any vehicle -- with or without a
parking sticker -- enters the lot free of charge. So when deciding which vehicle will receive the
parking sticker, opt for the one you will use on the weekends. Please remember to bring your
vehicle registration or lease agreement with you to the Office in order to get your parking
sticker.

SATELLITE PARKING . . .

This season, once again, we wil/ use a design
Home on Boston Neck Road as our weekend satellite parking lot. Because this is still a relatively

new opportunity for us, we will devote some extra space here to reiterate the details of this

endeavor. But before doing that, we would like to take this opportunity to offer a sincere

THANK YOU to long-time member Bobby Nardolillo for this incredibly generous offer. This is

the act of a kind person who saw a need and stepped forward to offer help. And let us make it

perfectly clear that Bobby is donating the lot to us completely free of charge and will receive

none of the parking fees. The satellite lot will simply be an extension of our own lot, therefore

the parking fees that are applicable in our lot will be applied in the satellite lot as well. One
significant change to note to this year’ s sat
Sundays only with the exception of the July 4th weekend. The reason for this change is that for

the entire 2010 summer we never parked a single car in that lot on a Saturday so it simply did

not make sense to continue to pay for the bus every Saturday. Of course if circumstances



change we will adjust accordingly. The details follow:

1. The satellite lot will be used on Sundays from July 1st through Labor Day if the Beach Club
lot fills.

2. Our staff will be in the satellite lot to direct drivers to appropriate parking spaces.

3.  Our satellite lot staff will also verify that the guest has already been processed at the
Beach Club Gate.

4.  All guests must first go to the Beach Club Gate where the gate staff will check that a guest
pass has indeed been left by the owner.

5. The wrist band will be affixed, the guest will pay the parking fee, and the hang tag will be
issued.

6. If the Beach Club lot is full, the guest will then be instructed to report to the satellite lot.
7. If the guest has other guests in the car as well as a significant amount of beach
paraphernalia, i1t would be advisable to
while the driver goes up to the satellite lot and takes the shuttle back.

8. The shuttle will provide round-trip service between the satellite lot and the Beach Club.
9. The satellite lot will also be used for members if the Beach Club lot fills.

10. Cars which do not have either a BSBC parking sticker or a hang tag or which parkin an

unauthorized area willbet owed at the owner’s expense.

11. All those members and guests who utilize the satellite lot will be expected to conduct
themselves in a manner that is appropriate to the parking lot of a funeral home.

NEW RULE . ..
No surfing allowed anywhere on the beach.

REMEMBER . ..

We sometimes have a tendency to forget some policies. Perhaps this will help.

Remember that our policy forbids the paying of condominium assessments by credit card.
Remember that permanent residency does not mean living with you for the summer.
Remember that failure to stop at the gate carries a $100 fine.

Remember that you must hand-deliver guest passes to the gate on weekends and holidays.
Remember that a guest who refuses to don the wrist band or present a photo ID will be denied
admission.

Remember that any unpaid fine or parking ticket will accrue interest over the winter and will
have to be paid before next year’
Remember that the Cabana Kids are on duty only on weekends and holidays.
Remember that you can tell the gate staff as you enter that you need a Cabana Kid and one will
be summoned for you.

Remember that a Cabana Kid can also help you when you leave the beach. Just tell a member
of the Security Staff and one will be summoned for you.

Remember that you cannot leave your car near the front steps while you run into the office or
while you bring your items to your unit. This area must be clear at all times for emergency
apparatus.

Remember that you cannot bring food or drink into the Pit when either is being served there.

SWIM LESSONS . ..

The fee for private lessons is $175; the fee for semi-private lessons is $175 for the first child and
$125 for each additional child in the lesson. The semi-private lessons can accommodate up to
three children of similar ability. Registration will be open for Owners only on Saturday, May
21st and will continue for Owners only until May 31st. If there are any slots remaining on June
1st, registration will then be open to all members. The final day for registration will be on
Friday, June 17th. When the owner registers the child for swim lessons, the owner must
present his/her 2011 membership pass as well
accordingly, all unit assessments and fees must be paid prior to swim lesson registration. In
addition, all lessons must be paid in full at the time of registration. A child is allowed to take
free swim lessons or private / semi-private lessons; no child will be allowed to register for both
categories of swim lesson.

WINDOWS . ..

The window replacement program started in 2004 and most of our owners have voluntarily
installed the new windows.

vendor. In fact, we have been told by the vendor that we are the first and only beach in Rhode

Island using this new technology and we are one of the few beaches in New England to use it.

These particular machines are very popular in the South and, in fact, the manufacturer flew

Zach down South to see the machines in action. B.P. Qil bought a fleet of these machines to

clean the beaches along the Gulf after the recent oil spill. The new machine has only been on

the property for about a week and we are already seeing a major improvement in the quality of

the cleaning operation on ourbeach.

NEW TENNIS PRO . ..

As you may have heard, at the end of last season, Glen Gamma, the long-time tennis pro at the
Bonnet Shores Beach Club decided to retire. Although he will be missed, we believe that we
have found a very capable replacement.

OFF SEASON PROJECTS . ..

Despite the horrible weather, the staff was very busy with a number of off-season projects this
past winter. The second floor deck on the main pavilion surrounding the pool was completely
replaced. With the completion of this project, we have now completely replaced all of the
decks on the entire second floor of the facility. In addition to the decks, the railings both on the
first and second floor of the main pavilion in the area surrounding the pool were completely
replaced. The new railings are not wood but are a composite material which we anticipate will
last for many years with minimum maintenance. The interior of all of the offices were given a
much needed face lift. We built and laid down 65 sections of new boardwalk in the area of the
Horseshoe and the Square. You will soon see new life guard chairs on the beach which were
built in our shop by our own staff. We completed the replacement of the roofs on the live-in
Units and now have replaced all of the roofs on the entire building over the course of the last
several years. As we do every winter, we budgeted for plumbing and structural repairs and
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spent that money in those areas where the need was greatest. We have expanded the size of
the paved area in the Pit and replaced the gray boards on the perimeter with white lattice. In
addition, you will see a new structure currently being installed in the Pit area which will be
completed soon.

PROTECTING OUR INVESTMENT . ..

One way to protect our investment in the BSBCCA is to insure the privacy and exclusivity of the
Club; the Board members are doing our best to take care of that aspect. Another way is to sell
units and seasonal passes at appropriate prices. The Board is certainly not in the real estate
business, but we would like to impress upon every owner that both units and seasonal passes
should be sold at a price that is reflective of the exclusivity of the Club. Granted, the financial
health of the real estate market is not great, but historically the Beach Club has weathered
previous financial down-turns far better than has the general real estate market in the state.

The old real estate adage of *“l ocation, | ocat
real estate market here at the Beach Club because we are a completely unique location. When
tryingtodet er mi ne a sale price for your wunit, t he

recent revaluation would serve as an excellent benchmark. We respectfully suggest that no

unit should be sold for less than its assessed value, but rather should be sold for a price that is

somewhat higher than that valuation. In addition, we strongly suggest that season passes

should be sold for no less than $500 each. This is a fair price for this season, and it appears from

the activity thus far that there are plenty of buyers in the marketplace willing to pay this

amount as many sales have already taken pl ace
